RECYCLING SCHEME
Tesco and WH Smith supporting Woodland Trust and UK’s native woodland

National Recycling Week, sponsored by Environmental Business Products, the world’s largest
remanufacturer of inkjet cartridges, supports the latest drive to collect Christmas cards to recycle
on behalf of the Woodland Trust, the UK’s leading woodland conservation charity.

quite precious about their cards. They know that friends and relatives spend time and thought on
the cards and they don®just want to throw them away. Recycling the cards gives a much better
alternative, especially when it is as simple as dropping off your Christmas cards the

next time you go shopping."

“Last year's scheme was a huge success, but we want to recycle even more cards in 2004.
Help us to achieve this by bringing all your old Christmas cards into Tesco and leaving them in
the special recycling bin. This way we can help the Woodland Trust look after the UK’s native

woodland.”
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The success of the 2004 Christmas Card Recycling Scheme is vital, because it will help support
woodland creation at sites across the UK. In the last five years nearly 4,000 tonnes of cards have
been recycled, enabling the Trust to create new woodland and protect what's left of our ancient

woodland.

Cards can be left in the special recycling bins in all Tesco and WH Smith stores across the UK
throughout January 2004*.

Run by the Woodland Trust, in partnership with
WHSmith and Tesco, the scheme will run from 5 January until 1 February 2004, with recycling
bins in all WHSmith High Street stores and all Tesco stores across the UK. The 2003 scheme
recycled 40 million cards.
